Dear Parents, 
 
Yesterday morning at Assembly we 
were visited by a group of Bible 
translators from Papua New Guinea 
associated with Wycliffe Bible 
Translators.  They shared their love 
for the Lord with us and gave us 
some insight into their  
culture through drama and song.  
One skit showed various people 
trying to share a message with a 
particular man, but gaining no  
better response than a little laugh 
or a shrug of the shoulders.  The 
group tried in various different  
languages until finally a man spoke 
to him in English, which he  
understood.  The point of the drama 
was obvious.  Papua New Guinea 
has 864 different languages and 
only 12 of them have a Bible of 
their own.  The remaining 852  
language groups have no access to 
God’s Word.  They are deaf to the 
gospel and missing out on an  
opportunity to receive God’s  
salvation plan. 
 
Romans 10:14-17 speaks of the 
need to preach the good news.  
‘How can they hear without  
someone preaching to them?’  It 
continues, ‘How beautiful are the 
feet of those who bring good news!’  
The same passage reminds us that, 
‘faith comes from hearing the  
message, and the message is 
heard through the word of Christ.’ 
 
Is it only other cultures that need 
Bible translators?  Immanuel  
Christian School teaches children 
to contextualise their faith in a  
culture of unbelief, or perhaps I 
should say misplaced belief.  The 
young people of today will be the 
urban missionaries of tomorrow.  
They might not need to translate 
the Bible from English into some 
foreign language, but they surely 
need to learn how to live their faith 
in a spiritually hostile land that 
seems hell-bent on tolerating every 

half-baked religious persuasion but 
rejecting the truth of the gospel.  
Truth is after all pretty unfashion-
able these days.  Our culture needs 
young people with sharp minds and 
discerning ears, who say what they 
believe and believe what they say;  
young people who shine in word 
and deed, by honouring their au-
thority figures, valuing their  
nationality, protecting their  
environment, caring for those less 
fortunate and responsibly fulfilling 
their obligations.  This after all is 
translating the Bible from written 
English into lived practice.   
Tradesmen (and women) who do a 
good job and charge a just fee,  
accountants who give sound  
business advice whether or not it 
benefits their own pockets,  
politicians who represent their  
electorate justly and stand up for 
their convictions, regardless of the 
effect it might have on opinion polls.  
The combined efforts of teachers, 
parents and churches seek to raise 
a generation who are mentally 
equipped, spiritually connected and 
socially adjusted to live transformed 
lives, exemplifying and representing 
the Word of God in our society as 
well as overtly and deliberately 
sharing the gospel message.   
 
Our current theme is creativity.  
God intends Christianity to not be a 
set of laws or regulations but a 
creative expression of joy from his 
laws that are written on our hearts.  
Creative Bible translation sees  
written text outwork itself in  
kingdom-building attitudes and life 
choices that in turn are ‘read’ by 
unbelievers as they see the Lord in 
our lives.  Friends, that is my vision 
for the students that come through 
Immanuel and go on to fulfil God’s 
plan within society.
